TO THE OWNER

I’ve noticed that your trailer hasn’t moved in a number of months, and I wonder if you could be persuaded to move it—either into more permanent storage or, at least, to a much less desirable parking space.

My main motivator here is the frustration I feel each time I have to park a few hundred feet away with my groceries and each time I thread my car through other vehicles that are improperly parked thanks to the shortage of convenient spaces here at The Vintage.

I feel that it should be common courtesy to avoid leaving a parked vehicle in a desirable space for months at a time, and I’m not enthusiastic about raising this matter with you. However, my lease (paragraph 21) is clear that a vehicle is unauthorized or illegally parked here if it “has a flat tire or other condition rendering it inoperable”, as your trailer does.  Even if the trailer had all its wheels, I doubt that the management here supports storage of large vehicles in parking spaces for anything more than a few days—that’s why they make garages available to us.

Unless you have secured a special agreement with the management here, I’d like to ask you to move your trailer and free up the parking space for parking instead of storage.  If you do have a special agreement, I assume I’ll hear about it from the office when I give them a copy of this letter—which I’ll wait a few days to do.
